Small 
quilts made $750; the raffle baskets brought in $481; the Opportunity Quilt brought in $252; Pam Coleman reported 
that the boutique sold 7 cookbooks for $96 and 55 vintage quilts for $459.20. 
Items made/donated to the boutique brought in $1,159.79. Consignment sales totaled $709, with the guild’s share 
being $177.25. Net profit for the boutique was $1,884.24.
